Sounds:  Carefully sampled clips from various songs make up the new windows sounds.





Cursors:  A take on the Windows 3D cursors is used, along with an animated Dark Side 		of the Moon cursor to replace the timer.





New Icons:  The my computer icon now is displaying the DSOTM cover on its screen,


	         The Network Neighborhood is the Division Bell cover, to make sure we 		Keep Talking


	         The Recycle Bin has been changed to (when empty) a half moon, and (when 		full) a full moon.





Wallpaper:  Three different wallpaper schemes are included.  One (bricks) is a 3D wall 		background.  The others (timer, and CD's) the Timer & Floyd Cd's that are 		found on the Main page of my Website.





Screensaver:  The Official Pink Floyd screensaver (not included here) has been 		incorperated as the default screensaver.  Make sure you download it from 		the screensaver page.





New Menu Font:  The Roger Water's "Scribble" font is included with this theme and is 		used as the default menu font.





Startup/Shutdown Screens:  This is one of very few themes to include startup/shutdown 		screens.  And, even the themes that do include them, require you to 		manually install them.  They are automatically installed here, and look 		great!











Whats New?





	1.  Its easier than ever to install.  All wallpaper options are integrated into ONE theme, so there is only ONE to install!


	2.  The extra font now installs itself.  There shouldn't be anymore probems with that.


	3. The self extracting zip installs everything for you, then deletes the extra stuff when you're done (the program to make SFX's cost me $50!  so you better enjoy it!)


	4.  A few new surprise sounds have been added.  You'll enjoy these.


	5.  Startup/Shutdown screens have been added!  These are neat!


	6.  An FAQ has been added to this documentation.














Instructions:








	


	To install this theme, simply run the self-extracting file included in this package.  It will extract, and install the theme onto your computer.  To use the theme, select "Floyd" from the list of themes in PLUS! or your alternate theme setup program.


	There are three background options included.  The picture of the CD's is the default one.  The other two, one of a timer, the other of a 3D wall, are installed into your Windows folder, and can be selected from the screen properties, by RIGHT clicking on your desktop.


	You will be asked if you want to install the Shutdown and Startup screens.  If you install them, your old ones will be saved as .OLD files.  They will be restored automatically if you un-install the theme, which you can do from the Add/Remove programs option under control panels.





	If you don't have PLUS!, you can still use the theme.  You will need to download the theme installer from the Win95 theme page of the website, and follow the above instructions.

FAQ:





I can't install the theme, whats wrong?

My computer runs like shit now, what's wrong?





This is a large theme, and demands a fair amount of memory.  The large bitmaps that make up the background suck up a huge amount of memory, every time they need to be updated.  If the computer is incredibly to slow for you, simply select "none" for the wallpaper.  In a future version, there will be a tiled wall paper, which won't demand so much memory.





How do I use this with Windows 3.11?





Well, first of all, I suggest you upgrade to Win95, and get with the rest of the world...16 bit programs are a thing of the past.  Now that I've insulted you all...





You will have to install the stuff manually.  There really isn't a way to utilize all parts either.  You can use the BMPs for wallpaper, and the WAVs for sounds.  I'm not sure if you can use the cursors or not...and you could probably use the icons also.
