thanx for d/ling my broken theme. i spent much time on this. i tried to animate all the cursors except for the ones that would be too distracting. everything i found on the net. if you actually wanna claim credit for something in this theme e-mail me. i heard that an ftp server got shut down for carrying themes that had copyrighted material. that's  stupid. if anything, these themes are advertising the products for free. 


don't ya think? anyway...





unzip these themes directly to the plus\themes directory with a program like winzip with long filenames. it will create a nin\broken directory and place everything except the actual .theme file and the fonts into that directory. you have to move the fonts into your windows\fonts directory. (*note* if you have d/led my downward spiral theme, it uses the same font file as this.)





the icons are 80x80..if you look at them in an icon editor like microangelo they look pretty cool, but on the desktop they are only 48x48 at most. well i didn't think about this when i made them:)





the sounds are sampled at 8-bit mono 22mhz from my cd collection. i did them this way so they would be smaller in size. i don't like it when a theme ends up being 5megs with 4.9 megs of just sound..there is more to a theme than sound.





i looked and looked all over for at least one nin screen saver and there isn't one. i know one of you nin fans knows how to make a screen saver. i mean c'mon i've seen like 3 coca-cola screen savers on the net and lots of other worthless crap like that. (*but* i have found a screen saver called text3d. it uses different fonts to display 3d text. you may have seen it as a quake screen saver. i found a font that works really cool with it. its included, and if you change the text in it and you'll get different band symbols, a few are nin. move glu32.dll, opengl32.dll, and sstext3d.scr into your windows\system directory and technobats.ttf into your windows\fonts directory. then go into the control panel and goto display and click on screen saver. choose text3d for the screen saver and goto settings. select technobats for the font and type in anything you want for the text. the nin symbols are letters c, e, l, n, and t. you can also find a cool bitmap to texture over it. i just use e and it shows a cool nin symbol flying across the screen.)





as far as startup and shut down screens go..i didn't bother. there are some cool ones at karl mcmurdo's page.. http://www.nucleus.com/%7Ekmcmurdo/samplogo.htm


i made one of white zombie and marilyn manson that are there too.





these themes are hi-color and i use a 600x800 screen size. i don't know of any bugs in this, but if you find some lemme know. (it is just a theme, not a program..can an icon have a bug?)








well i think that's about it then. go and look at all the animated cursors. some of those, like the question marks, you don't really use much; but i animated them too. poke around and cut up the the stuff to your liking, but hey gimme some credit or something.
