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Installation:





To use this theme you should be running the Theme package which is included with the Microsoft Plus! pack for Windows 95.  Unzip the downloaded file "12Monk.zip" into a temporary folder.  (Make sure you use WinZip 6.X or something else that supports long filenames.) All necessary elements of the theme will be created, including the logo.sys files (see below) and the zipped screensaver. Move or copy the icons, cursors, wallpaper, and .wav files to your Themes directory (usually: C:\Program Files\Plus!\Themes).      





To install the screensaver, unzip it and run "install.exe."  The install program will create the saver, "Twelve."  I didn't create this screensaver, and on my system the install program did not transfer all the files to the correct directory.  The included .wav's and bitmaps must be in your C:\Windows folder for the saver to work.  If not, manually move or copy them to the Windows directory.   





Now activate the theme from Control Panel, Desktop Themes, and then by selecting the "12 Monkeys (high color)" theme from the list.  Enjoy!





To utilize the "12 Monkeys" Startup screen for Windows (logo.sys), replacing the rather mundane default Windows95 Plus! clouds, first back-up your existing logo.sys file (located in C:\ ) by renaming it to something else; for example: "logo95.sys."  Then move the logo.sys file from the temporary directory into C:\. To use the two Shutdown screens (logow.sys and logos.sys), which are located in C:\Windows, follow the same directions. Then simply reboot.





Note: This theme looks best at 800 x 600 resolution with 16-bit color or greater.  And, for those who love the "12 Monkeys" theme music, the startup .wav is almost 30 seconds long!





Uninstallation:





If for some unknown reason you absolutely hate the theme and want to permanently remove it from your system, simply delete all the "12 Monkeys" elements (.wav's, icons, cursors, wallpaper, etc.) from your "C:\Program Files\Plus\Themes" directory.





To remove the screensaver, "Twelve," delete the following bitmap files (*.bmp) from your C:\Windows folder: Army, Belong, Crazy, Future, Get, Help, Isthis, Monktxt, Monkysc, Past, Watching, and We_are.  Delete the following .wav's as well: All, Belong, Crazy, Help, Hide, Know, Loon, Monkyes, Out, Watching, and Year.  Also delete Twelve.scr and Twelve.ini.





To restore the default MS Plus! Startup screen, delete the existing logo.sys file from your C:\ directory.  (To make sure you are deleting the correct one, open it with MSPaint first by right-clicking on the file while holding the SHIFT key.)  Rename your back-up logo.sys (e.g. logo95.sys) to "logo.sys" again. Repeat for the two Shutdown screens.
