Installation 

1. Extract the Phantom.zip file into a temporary directory, using an extractor program that can handle long file names, for example WinZip. ” http://www.winzip.com ”

      now you should have 2 folders (Phantom Menace Theme, and Windows), and 4 files. 

2.  Move the logo.sys file to the root directory, (c:\),

and move the other .sys files (logos.sys, and logow.sys) to your windows directory    (c:\windows).

     Don’t forget to make copies of your  logo*.sys files.

3.  Move the Phantom Menace Theme directory and the 2 of the remaining files (this readme file and the Phantom Menace Theme file) to your themes directory (C:\Program files\Plus!\themes).

4. Move the Star Vader font into the C:\Windows\fonts folder.

5.  Double click the Phantom Menace Theme file and in the words of Mace Windu “may the force be with you.”

What’s so good about this theme?

It’s simply Awesome.  With the Star Wars font all over your desktop, and the Crawler from Episode I : The Phantom Menace as your wallpaper, it is the perfect way to gear up for May 21st, 1999.  I created all the animated cursors, and edited together the wallpaper from a recreation of the crawler on Access Hollywood.  The logo.sys animated startup screen, I also created, and I patched together the sounds from the Phantom Menace Trailer.  I hope you find all of this work to be as rewarding as I do.

I am looking forward to the new trailer coming out soon, and you can be sure that you will see more cutting edge themes coming from me when that happens and in the mean time I will remain in my workshop planning my next theme.
