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Let me start by saying that this is my first attempt at creating a theme. I don't intend to sound brash but the DareDevil  theme has turned out quite well I think. I hope you will enjoy it also.





DareDevil was always my favorite comic book superhero when I was a kid. Matt Murdock is a superhero in the true sense of the word. He has no superhuman powers and he's from a neighborhood just like yours and the one that I grew up in. The Daredevil was an imaginery person that we could all relate to as kids and even today as adults because of his alter ego. He was a serious boring three-piece-suit lawyer by day but a dashing, fearless crime fighting superhero by night. All he had going for him was his heightened senses, due to the fact that he was blind and he had courage beyond belief. That's why he's the DareDevil, "the man without fear!". Marvel still publishes the DareDevil comic book and it's a nice escape into the world of make believe from time to time. Heck!, try sharing it with your kids. They might enjoy reading it too, the seventies culture is pretty popular right now.





Now, down to the nitty gritty. To install the theme you must of course have Microsoft Plus! or another of the other programs that do the same things as Plus. You obviously have unzipped the DareDevil.zip file to be reading this. You should have one folder named Dare with four items inside: the Readme.doc file, the DareDevil folder, the DareDevil.theme file and the DareDevil.scr screensaver file. Move the DareDevil folder and the Daredevil.theme file to the C:\Program files\Plus!\Themes folder. Move the Daredevil.scr file to the C:\Windows\system folder. If you have Microsoft Plus! then you're done except for selecting the DareDevil theme from the drop down list in your Desktop Themes  program. 





If you are using a program other than Plus!, then right click on the theme file and choose install. You will still have to copy the Daredevil.scr file to the C:\Windows\System folder. If for some reason this does not work, then try installing it as I described for the Microsoft Plus! installation.





If you wish to uninstall the DareDevil theme with Microsoft Plus!, just delete the C:\Program files\Plus!\Themes\DareDevil folder and the C:\Program files\Plus!\Themes\DareDevil.theme file. The DareDevil screensaver can still be used even without the DareDevil theme but if you wish to uninstall it also, simply delete it from your C:\Windows\System folder. Some of the other Plus! like programs have an uninstall function for removing themes, if so then uninstall the DareDevil theme using the uninstall function that they provide. You will still have to delete the Daredevil screensaver as I mentioned earlier.





For the best looking results using the Daredevil theme I suggest using the large icons setting and using full color icons. This is a very high color theme. Lighten up, have some fun and enjoy.
