TWEENIES DESKTOP THEMES: INSTALLATION, TROUBLESHOOTING & CREDITS

Thanks for downloading these desktop themes.

When this theme pack was first released, some bugs showed their true colors. This release solves the bugs and adds several new pictures.

NEW STUFF/IMPROVEMENTS

· 36 static cursors.

· 3 new animated cursors (“help-cursors”)

· An animated startup screen with the tweenieclock. Where will it stop?

· 2 shutdown screens.

· Web view pictures for your Windows Explorer.

· Theme nr 2 has a new animated “Busy”- cursor. 

· Last but not least: A SCREENSAVER !!!
SETUP

Winzip features a function which unzips the files in a folder with the same name as the zip file. This is higly recommended.

After extracting the zip-file, all you have to do is putting the files in the correct place:D

· Double-click on Tweeniss.exe to install the screensaver.
· I recommend starting with the font. Put the file Bikly___.ttf in the directory:

C:\WINDOWS\FONTS

· Put the folder Tweenies, and the theme files Tweenies_1.theme, Tweenies_2.theme and Tweenies_3.theme in the directory:

C:\Program Files\Plus!\Themes

IMPORTANT: if the computer asks whether to overwrite files or not, choose for “Yes to everything”.

· Close the folders. Now your desktop themes should be available.

· If the themes work, you can delete both the zip-file and the temporary folder you used.

TROUBLESHOOTING

The wallpaper doesn’t fit.

Your resolution is not 800x600. You can set your resolution at 800x600 by right-clicking at an emty space at your desktop and choose “properties”; tab “settings”.

If you don’t wan’t to change your resolution, try this:

· If the wallpaper is too small, right-click an empty desktop space, choose “properties” and at the tab “background”, set the wallpaper as “stretched”.

· If the wallpaper is too large, do the same as above, but choose “centered” instead of “stretched”.

I can’t hear any sound files.

You need MPEG-support to hear the sounds. See the “emergency”-page at http://www.themedoctor.com for a free download.

The computer says I can’t install a newer version of a font before removing the old one. What should I do?

Nothing. If the font already exists, you don’t need to install it again.

I can’t install the font in Windows NT. There isn’t a “Windows”-directory on my disk.

In Windows NT, the Windows-directory is renamed as “WINNT”. There you will find the FONT-folder.

There isn’t an Uninstall utility for the screensaver.

You can remove the screensaver manually using the Windows Uninstaller. Just go to the Configuration screen (How to do this depends on the Windows-version you are using. For Windows 98, click Start -> Settings -> Configuration screen) and double-click on “Software”.

What do I do with the file “tweenies_theme.txt”?

This text file was only made for uploading it to Themeworld, so you can just delete it.
